	Pattern of working including any on-call commitment


	· A DRAFT timetable will work on a 5-week rotation with 1 week being twilight on call from 5pm- midnight Monday to Friday. The second week might be day on call- Monday to Friday 8am-5pm. The third week will be a clinical week in which the DCT will rotate through clinics with the Consultants gaining experience in assisting with skin procedures and assisting and doing (under supervision) oral surgery, and Outpatient new and review and 2 week wait clinics. The fourth week may be assisting in theatre procedures throughout the week with the four consultants in Oral Surgery, Orthognathic surgery, trauma and dentoalveolar and skin treatments. The fifth week may be a weekend on call from 8:00 am on Saturday until midnight with protected sleep between midnight and 8:00 AM ON Sunday after which you will continue call until 5pm on Sunday. The Friday before the weekend you will be off and the Monday after the weekend will be off as well. The rest of the week the DCT will have admin and assist in clinics as needed or do independent list when experienced.
· The DCTs will work initially in the clinics as observers and assistants and in theatre too. As the year progresses the DCTs will do more work on their own and have dedicated clinics doing minor dentoalveolar lists with extractions and biopsies. Similarly, as they gain more experience in theatre, they will be able to do more complex dentoalveolar cases involving flap raising and bone removal to remove roots etc. A Consultant will always be available to give advice and help where necessary so the DCTs should never feel unsupported.
· On call commitments will be on a 1:5 basis. The twilight call is from 5pm until midnight Monday to Friday and you will report to a second on call Registrar from Bristol who in turn will report to an on-call Consultant. This is the same on weekends on call from 8:00 am on Saturday morning to midnight with protected sleep until 8:00am and then until 5pm on Sunday evening. Weekdays on call there will be a pick of four Consultants to offer advice and guidance and support throughout the day from 8:00 am until 5 pm.
· Most of the on-call work involves assessing patients in ED after trauma or for fascial space odontogenic infections. The DCTs will suture lacerations and splint teeth if necessary and provide simple localised abscess drainage if indicated. The DCTs will be required to order relevant investigations to help with diagnosing fractures and infections. They will also be prescribing relevant medications. All of this will be supervised by a second on call Registrar from Bristol after hours. Suturing of lacerations is something that will need to be mastered as well as most facial lacerations will be handled by the DCTs. There is a ward round Monday to Friday from 8:00-9:00am in which admitted cases will be seen and assessed and cases from the night before will be discussed and the planned reviews for the day will also be discussed in a supportive and nurturing environment.
