Experience is gained at fortnightly paediatric dentistry general anaesthetic lists at Bristol Dental Hospital providing comprehensive care (restorations and extractions) and surgical procedures under general anaesthetic.
· The paediatric dentistry department is a supportive department with consultants, specialty trainees and specialty dentists in paediatric dentistry

Additional information
· The post holder may need to cover sessions within the Emergency dental service for adults.  Patients managed within this Unit also include those with medical complexity e.g. pre surgery cardiac and bone marrow transplant patients requiring dental screening and treatment.
· Teaching usually takes place on a Wednesday afternoon with DCTs from other specialties
· Participation in clinical governance is actively supported.
· There may be the opportunity to gain experience working with the paediatric dentistry team at other UHBW sites
