Special Care Dentistry is a branch of Dentistry, which provides oral care services (preventive and treatment) for people who are unable to accept routine dental care because of a physical, intellectual, medical, emotional, sensory, mental or social impairment, or a combination of these factors. 
 
The Special Care Dentistry department regularly carry out treatment for patients with sedation and general anaesthetic.

Community Dental Service
This is an award winning service within the UHBW Trust.
You will provide comprehensive dental care to children and adults with additional needs that have been referred to the service.
You will also have the opportunity to do domiciliary visits, so access to a car and a full driving license is essential. 
The post holder will need to have an NHS Performer number
The post holder will also attend an accredited sedation training course and be supported to gain their qualification.


Additional information
· The post holder may need to cover sessions within the Emergency dental service for adults.  Patients managed within this Unit also include those with medical complexity e.g. pre surgery cardiac and bone marrow transplant patients requiring dental screening and treatment.
· Teaching usually takes place on a Wednesday afternoon with DCTs from other specialties
· Participation in clinical governance is actively supported.
